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S Day 1. (Monday): 

Welcome to Belgrade
Arrival at “Nikola Tesla 
“International Airport.
Regardless of your arrival time on 
day 1 of the tour, we’ll wait for you 
at the airport. Our driver  will meet 
you in the arrivals hall with your 
name on the signboard. In case 
your flight is delayed, there is no 
reason to worry. We will monitor 
your flight, and the driver will meet 
you accordingly. There are no 
additional charges for flight delays.
After a 20-minute ride, you’ll be 
in the city center. Check in at the 
hotel, and spend the rest of the day 
getting more familiar with Belgrade. 
You can walk around or follow your 
guide’s recommendation for dinner.

Overnight: Belgrade

Day 2. (Tuesday): 
Explore Belgrade
After breakfast, embark on a 
sightseeing tour of Belgrade. Visit 
Belgrade Fortress, including the Victor 
Monument, Monument of Gratitude to 
France, and other notable landmarks 
such as the Zindan Gate and the Clock 
Tower. Continue with a panoramic ride 
through New Belgrade, showcasing 
modern architecture like the Genex 
Tower, Palace of Federation, and Sava 
Center. Explore Zemun’s charming 
quarters and fish restaurants along the 
Danube. Stroll its cobblestone streets 
and enjoy the blend of Mediterranean 
and Middle European cultures.

Afterward, drive through Dedinje’s 
luxurious residential area and visit 
Saint Sava Temple, one of the world’s 
largest Orthodox churches. Spend 
the afternoon leisurely—visit Nikola 
Tesla’s Museum, wander around 

central streets, or relax. Explore the 
Bohemian Quarter of Skadarlija in 
the evening for traditional Serbian 
cuisine and vibrant nightlife.

Day 3. (Wednesday) Western 
Serbia: Šargan Eight Train, 
The Wooden Town & The 
House on Drina River
The tour begins with a scenic 2.5-hour 
drive to Western Serbia, renowned 
for its untouched nature, delicious 
cuisine, and warm hospitality.
The first stop is “Kapija Podrinja,” a 
breathtaking viewpoint offering 
stunning views of the Drina River and 
surrounding mountains.

Next, we visit Bajina Bašta and the 
world-famous “House on the Drina 
River,” a charming log cabin perched 
on a river stone, featured in National 
Geographic and a popular 
photography spot.

Šargan Eight scenic train

Our journey continues aboard 
the Šargan Eight scenic train, a 
unique narrow-gauge railway with 
wooden seats and vintage charm, 

offering spectacular views of Mokra 
Gora. This nostalgic ride takes you 
back to 1925, when it connected 
Belgrade to the Adriatic.
After the train ride, we explore 
Mećavnik (Drvengrad), a Wooden 
Town built by director Emir 
Kusturica during the filming of Life 
is a Miracle. This restored village 
showcases traditional wooden 
chalets and luxurious amenities.
Enjoy an optional traditional Serbian 
lunch before heading back to 
Belgrade, arriving in the evening.

Day 4. (Thursday) Along 
the Danube: Golubac 
Fortress & Iron Gate Gorge
The tour begins with a scenic 
two-hour drive to Eastern Serbia, 
filled with captivating landscapes 
and stories about the region.
The first stop is Golubac Fortress, a 
stunning medieval castle perched at 
the entrance of Đerdap Gorge. With 
nine towers rising 20-25 meters high 
and its dramatic position overlooking 
the Danube, Golubac is one of the most 
picturesque fortresses along the river’s 
2,850 km journey to the Black Sea.

After the fortress, we will stop at a 

unique, authentic restaurant with a 

fantastic view overlooking the Danube 

to enjoy a traditional lunch made of 

specialties of Eastern Serbian cuisine 

(not included).

After lunch, we will continue to the 

highlight of this excursion: a 

breathtaking tour through the Iron 

Gate (Gvozdena Kapija), where the 

Danube River is at its narrowest (just 

140 meters) and deepest (90 meters).

The cruise takes aproximately 75 

minutes Return to Belgrade

Overnight: Belgrade
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Sits mid-1700s frescoes and historical 

significance.
Next, visit Sremski Karlovci, a Baroque 
town with historic landmarks like the 
Chapel of Peace, where the 1699 
treaty ended Ottoman conquests. 
Stroll through its charming streets, 
see the Four Lions Fountain, and 
enjoy a Bermet wine tasting. This 
unique dessert wine, beloved by 
European royals and even served on 
the Titanic, has a rich 250-year 
tradition.

Novi Sad

Continue to Petrovaradin Fortress, the 
“Gibraltar on the Danube,” a vast 17th-
century stronghold offering stunning 
views of Novi Sad. Explore Serbia’s 
second-largest city, its 18th-19th 
century architecture, Liberty Square, 
and iconic landmarks like the Serbian 
Orthodox Cathedral and Synagogue. 
Enjoy free time in Novi Sad before 
returning to Belgrade.

Overnight: Belgrade

Day 7. (Sunday) Depart 
Belgrade & Serbia
Breakfast. Free time until your flight. 
Transfer to the airport for your 
departure flight. End of services.

Day 5. (Friday) Eastern 
Serbia: Medieval Monasteries 
& Resava Cave
The tour begins in the Pomoravlje 
District, the heart of the last Serbian 
Medieval Kingdom, where monasteries 
preserve rich cultural and historical 
legacies. The first stop is Manasija 

Monastery, built by Despot Stefan 
Lazarević from 1406-1418. This 

masterpiece of Morava architecture 

features fortified walls, towers, and 

exquisite frescoes, including 

depictions of warriors and prophets. 

The site also houses remnants of a 

medieval library, famed for its 

influential Resava orthography. 

Next, we are set for an extraordinary 

experience - the Resava cave. The 

cave interior abounds in numerous 

and varied halls, channels, galleries, 

columns, stalactites, stalagmites, 

draperies, and flowstone waterfalls. 

The system consists of three levels 

connected by artificial tunnels. You 

will hear exciting stories about the 

cave’s past and present, and you’ll see 

cave formations that are coming in 

some very unusual shapes.

Manasija Monastery

Afterward, stop at Veliki Buk (Lisine) 

Waterfall, one of Serbia’s highest at 

20-25 meters, surrounded by scenic 

landscapes perfect for relaxation. 

Enjoy an optional traditional Serbian 

lunch nearby. 
The tour concludes with a return to 
your accommodation.

Overnight: Belgrade

Day 6. (Saturday) 
Northern Serbia: Novi 
Sad & Sremski Karlovci
The tour begins at Fruška Gora, 
Serbia’s “Holy Mountain,” a national 
park with vineyards and 17 medieval 
Orthodox monasteries. Built during 
the Turkish occupation, these 
monasteries preserved Serbian 
identity and faith. The 16th-century 
Krušedol Monastery stands out with
